Greetings! 
Next week (April 13-April 20) is Holy Week. It begins with Palm/Passion Sunday 
and ends with Easter or better known as Resurrection Day. Before Covid and the 
closing of churches to public worship, we had services during the week. Thurs-
day, Maundy Thursday, was the celebration of the Last Supper. Friday, was Good 
Friday with a service. Note: why is Good Friday called Good Friday when that is 
the day that we remember was the death of Jesus? Just asking. Then on Easter 
(Resurrection Day) a great celebration beginning with “Christ the Lord Has Risen 
Today,” a great hymn written by Charles Wesley and sung on Easter Sunday 
morning for almost 300 years. 
 
For two years, the church was closed for public worship. It was during that time 
that many people decided in church worship was not necessarily convenient for 
them. Why get up, get dressed and drive to church when you can turn on your 
commuter or phone and witness the worship service? Many have chosen that 
“new way” to do church. We are glad that we offer that “new way.” For example, 
the last year 2019, before the closing, we had 95 on Easter Sunday worship. 
Three years later after two years of no inhouse Easter Sunday worship (2022), 
in house worship attendance on Easter Sunday was 49. 
 
Following Covid closer, we relied more on several churches coming together to 
offer Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter Sunrise Service. This year, the 
churches cooperatively will offer a Good Friday Service at Faith Lutheran 
Church at noon. Then on Easter Sunday morning, we will offer as has been done 
for years, a Sunrise at Sunset. That is, a Sunrise service (6:30 am) at Sunset 
Bay. 
 
We will begin Holy Week with a more traditional worship service of waving palm 
branches as the Choir processes into the sanctuary. Also included in Palm Sun-
day worship service, will be the observance of Passion Sunday. 
 
We hope you will have a wonderful and meaningful Holy Week and perhaps 
experience the same emotions the people of 2000 years ago had at the first 
Palm Sunday and the first Easter (Resurrection) Sunday.
